SUBJECT: ADOPTION OF BURRA CHARTER

Notice of Motion by Councillor Mays

That a report comes to Council detailing the merits and cost implications of adopting The
Burra Charter as a reference tool for assessing developments within the City of the Blue
Mountains.

Background

The Burra Charter is a set of best practice principles and procedures for heritage conservation.
It was developed by Australia ICOMOS (International Council for Monuments and Sites), the
Australian group of the international professional organisation for conservation. At a meeting
in 1979 in the South Australian historic mining town of Burra, Australia ICOMOS adopted an
Australian charter for the conservation of places of cultural significance. This became known
as the Burra Charter.

The Burra Charter may be applied to a wide range of places - an archaeological site, a town,
building or landscape. The Burra Charter defines various terms and identifies principles and
procedures that must be observed in conservation work. Although the Burra Charter was
drafted by heritage professionals, anyone involved in the care of heritage items and places
may use it to guide conservation policy and practice.

The Burra Charter embodies the following concepts:
the place itself is important

understand the significance of the place
understand the fabric

significance should guide decisions

do as much as is necessary, as little as possible
keep records

do everything in logical order.

Notice of Motion by Councillor Clark:

That Council receive a report outlining options for a Community Garden in Lawson to service
the Mid-Mountains Community and that the report detail:

Background on other community gardens across the mountains;

Consultation process on potential Community Garden sites and management process;
Potential sites;

Management process for a community garden;

Any support that Council can provide to establishing and providing ongoing
maintenance of a Community garden; and

e A preliminary process and timeline for establishing a Community Garden in Lawson.

Notes:

The Council has provided land in other villages across the Mountains to provide for a
Community Garden. Due to the socio-economic status and urban settlement within the mid-
mountains there is community support for such a project in Lawson.

Community Gardens not only provide a beneficial social outcome for residents, but in this era
of climate change where all residents need to become primary producers it can be a valuable
contributor to carbon reduction programs.

There are a number of members of the community who have undertaken research on the
development and management of a Community Garden in the current climate who can be
engaged in the process of developing the options report for a Community Garden at Lawson,
to service the mid-mountains community.

1. 27/10/2008 — Petition from 31 residents of Gregory Terrace, Lapstone
Requesting that recent road resurfacing work be redone, as tar is not dry and causing
damage to vehicles and household items.

2. 13/11/2008 — Petition from Blue Mountains Sustainable Transport Alliance
To the General Manager, originally sent to Speaker and Members of the House of
Representatives, signed by 95 residents of Springwood and surrounding areas, calling for
provision of safe paths and crossings to enable residents to reach sporting, cultural and
other community facilities in safety, without having to use motor vehicles.

3. 15/11/2008 — 48 petitioners
Objecting to the proposal to expand the premises of the Exclusive Brethren MET School
at 84 Great Western Highway, Mount Victoria on the grounds of: traffic risk; inadequate
play/sport area and expansion and heritage listing.
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
